Section 1 - Team Search Skills

The dog team'’s skills are to be observed by the evaluator during the test search using
the criteria listed below. They are to be rated on a scale of 5 to 1, e.g. Excellent = 5,
Above Average = 4, Average = 3, Below Average = 2, and Unacceptable = 1. Any
category not observed receives a score of 3 and the notation N/O. The total score is to
be entered at the bottom of this page. Note that if more than 3 of these criteria are not
observed the evaluator(s) should decide whether the test should be redone.

Evaluation Criteria Score

1) Handler plans efficient search, utilizing wind and existing
environmental conditions to provide maximum coverage -
2) Handler demonstrates ability to judge sweeps of areas as to their
suitability to the prevailing conditions -
3) Handler demonstrates ability to control and assist dog

4) Handler recognizes when either member of team is working
ineffectively and takes action to compensate for it or to remedy the
situation

5) Handler recognizes when dog alerts to human scent

6) Dog performs refind or alert as described by handler
7) Dog demonstrates ability to work under control
8) Handler and dog work effectively with persons accompanying them
9) Handler demonstrates ability to report clearly on map the following:
A) Area and/or routes covered
B) Estimated probability of detection for team
C) Location of alert
D) Wind direction and other factors pertinent to search
E) Location of any clues encountered
